Report - Trip to 2007 CSAA Conference

In June 2007, the Chinese Society of Aeronautics & Astronautics (CSAA) sent an invitation to the
Society of Chinese American Aerospace Engineers (SCAAE) to announce that the annual conference
of the CSAA would be in Shenzhen from September 1 to 3, 2007. By early August, SCAAE notified
CSAA that its representatives to the 2007 annual conference would be Nelson Mar (Los Angeles), K. Y.
Lin (Seattle) and C. C. Tien (Seattle).

The Conference was held at the Academy Hotel in Shenzhen, which is a new, modern and large
facility designed for use as a hotel with classrooms, a library and an auditorium. The rooms were
spacious, well-furnished, and comfortable.

Since the late 1970s, the one-time fishing village of Shenzhen has been one of the fastest-growing
cities in the world. Shenzhen was the proving ground of Deng Xiaoping’s daring concept of Special
Economic Districts, which have proved to be a great success, promoting unprecedented prosperity in
China and its continuing economic reform.

On the morning of the first day, the opening ceremony was held in the hotel auditorium, with tiered
seating for a capacity of 500 people and a large raised platform. The SCAAE delegation was seated
at the front row on the right side. The SCAAE chairman, C. C. Tien, was invited to say a few words to
the audience, expressing the wish for a successful meeting and future engineering achievements. The
breaks of the conference were opportunities to greet many old friends and make new acquaintances.
After the general session, seminars on different subjects were held in several smaller classrooms.

The emphasis of the Shenzhen conference was on Key Technologies for Large Transport Design in
anticipation of the upcoming Large Transport Program, approved by China’s central government early
last year. According to a Boeing estimate, China will need 2,100-2,400 passenger planes in the next
20 years with a total value up to $197 billion.

There were close to 400 technical papers submitted and the conference attendance was estimated to
be around 600. A brief description of the event in Chinese is attached. K.Y, Lin, who is a professor of
Aeronautics and Astronautics Engineering at the University of Washington, volunteered to give a
lecture on the issues of education, development and production of composite materials in the U.S,
which was well-received.

At the conference, Mr. Li Lan, an officer of the CSAA-Shaanxi Chapter, and Mr. Jiang Chengyu, the
president of the Northwestern Poly-Technical University in Xian, asked me about the possibility of
SCAAE co-sponsoring the next Global Aeronautical Conference in China. That evening, Mr. Li and
the three delegates representing SCAAE had a meeting in C. C. Tien's hotel room to continue the
discussion. When all was said and done, it was agreed that SCAAE would again be a co-sponsor (as
it had been in three previous Global Conferences) pending SCAAE board final approval. CSAA will
initiate the conference planning in China, and we will coordinate with Mr. Li and our counterparts in
Taiwan about the progress from time to time. The conference is tentatively scheduled for this fall.

Late last year, Mr. Li told us that he was working on the general plan and will inform us about it as
soon as it is done. We think it will be a momentous event for all of us.
